Just a quick reminder that our last event for 2013 is now less than a month away.  For any of you who have not already booked a ticket(s) may I encourage you to come along to what should be a fascinating talk, details are shown below.  
On Wednesday 11th September 2013 at 7:30pm we will be holding our annual illustrated talk which this year will be held in the United Reformed Church in Beaconsfield.  The talk will be called “Non Conformist Churches and Chapels” and will once again be given by Julian Hunt who I am sure you know edited the “Buckinghamshire’s Favourite Churches” book.  Details of the talk are shown below.
The upheaval of the English Civil War brought about a great religious debate and the emergence of various sects who did not fit into Charles II’s Church of England. They began meeting discreetly and only dared build meeting houses after the Glorious Revolution of 1688. When viewing early chapel architecture, it is as well to remember that the nonconformists were still compelled to pay a tenth of their produce to the Established Church as well as building and maintaining their own places of worship. Whilst modest in scale, early meeting houses have considerable charm. The Victorian chapels in contrast, were often big and bold and copied the Gothic architecture of the Established Church. We will see the evolution of the non-conformist church from austere meeting houses like Jordans, Amersham and Winslow, through prosperous 18th century chapels such as Chenies to the enormous Methodist and Baptist churches of 19th century Wycombe and Chesham. We will be meeting in a substantial Congregational Church built in Beaconsfield in 1875.

As a Friend you can attend the talk for only £3.00 and there will be a complimentary glass of wine.  If you can encourage any non-Friends to come as well the charge is £7.00 per person with a complimentary glass of wine.
